Written Notification of a Survivor’s Rights and Options
Filing a Complaint

If you wish, a USML Confidential Advisor can provide assistance with accessing and navigating campus and local health and mental health services, counseling and advocacy services. USML can also assist with speaking to/notifying law enforcement and filing a Title IX complaint.

Title IX Complaint

Individuals who feel they have been a victim of sexual misconduct have the right to file a complaint with the university at any time, even if the police conclude there is not sufficient evidence for a criminal charge.

To file a Title IX complaint against a student, employee, or other person connected to USML, submit the online complaint form or contact the Title IX Coordinator.

Criminal Complaint

Victims/Survivors of sexual assault may also file a criminal complaint by contacting USML Public Safety at 847.970.4815 or in person at 500 Principal Avenue. Victims/Survivors may also call the Mundelein Police Department at 847.968.4600, the Libertyville Police Department at 847.362.8310 or dial 9.1.1.

Anonymous/Confidential Complaint

A witness or victim/survivor may also file an anonymous/confidential complaint where disclosure of the sexual misconduct does not start an official investigation and allows the victim to receive assistance. Conversations with a Confidential Advisor are private communications and are not disclosed to others, including police or university officials. To speak with a Confidential Advisor, contact USML Counseling and Consultation Services, at 847-970-4837.

File a IX Complaint
Filing a Title IX Complaint serves as official notice to the University of Saint Mary of the Lake and authorizes the Title IX Coordinator to initiate a preliminary investigation into the information and allegations contained within the report. 

Filing a Title IX Complaint does not constitute filing a Criminal Complaint with the police.
